Six Essentials in the new Civics Law 2SHB1896: 
The content of the civics course must include, but is not limited to: 

1. Federal, tribal, state, and local government organization and procedures (Org/Proc) 
2. Rights and responsibilities of citizens addressed in the Washington and United States Constitutions (RR) 
3. Current issues addressed at each level of government (Current Issues) 
4. Electoral issues, including elections, ballot measures, initiatives, and referenda (Elections) 
5. The study and completion of the civics component of the federally administered naturalization test required of persons seeking to 

become naturalized United States citizens (Naturalization) 
6. The importance in a free society of living certain basic values and character traits. (Values)

o Focus on Washington tribal history and culture approach: The new NCSS position statement on affirming indigenous studies contains this 
paragraph: 

“Teach tribal governance and sovereignty as civics education. Although typically framed as racial/ethnic minorities, Indigenous peoples are 
citizens and descendants of tribal nations.24 Indigenous peoples not only have protected civil rights, but also treaty rights. Teaching about 
dual citizenship, governance, self-determination, and sovereignty should be core to civics education.25 This not only educates Indigenous 
students about their multiple roles and obligations as citizens, but educates all students about the nature of tribal citizenship and 
governance, the relationships between local, state, tribal, and federal governments, and the responsibilities democratic citizens have to these 
various sovereigns. This education is necessary as non-Indigenous peoples are often in positions—as lawyers, judges, natural resource 
managers, social workers, etc.—to uphold or deny Indigenous rights and sovereignty. Infusing tribal governance and sovereignty in civics 
education entails: teaching about tribal sovereignty as “preconstitutional” as well as a recognized constitutional right (Article I, Section 8); 
teaching about treaties as foundational documents; and teaching about legislation that has affirmed/negated tribal sovereignty (e.g., 
Marshall Trilogy).”
