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Grade Level:
Concept: Phonics
Objectives: Given a list of ten common prefixes and spellings (re, in, un, ect) students will be able to recognize the prefix, read a word containing the prefix, and write the prefix spellings and sounds in a way that is recognizable to a computer/guest. 
Introduction: Discuss connection to previous learning of letter sounds, and suffixes. Include that suffixes are word parts that go at the end of words, and prefixes are word parts that go at the beginning of words. List prefixes that will be taught, ask if any students know them or have heard them before. Show youtube video “Between the Lions: The Un People”.
Vocabulary: Suffix, Prefix, Word part
Body of Lesson: Students will receive a list of ten prefixes. I will read aloud how to pronounce them and write on board how they are spelled. The students will then first write all ten and speak them to themselves, then group together comparing how they say the sounds. I will wander the class correcting as I find mistakes. In following lessons I will have students come to the front and write a prefix of their choice and have the class rewrite and speak the given prefix. Any the students don’t pick to write on the board I will go over myself. Once speaking and writing skills have been learned I will go over the meanings of the words, putting them into words and having kids repeat. Then have the students write their own words and sentences with the prefixes, again bringing some to the front of the class. Continue to review spelling, pronunciation, and meaning until learned. If some students are ahead have them help those that are behind.
Accommodations/Modifications: Spend extra time with them to make sure they understand and pronounce the sounds right. Possibly use language software to repeat the prefixes in their natural language and then English repeated. For both groups of kids, special needs or ell, extra time will be needed, but they can be still taught. If students have trouble pronouncing can use a small piece of tubing, have them place it at their ear and speak into it, to hear themselves, or record their voice and play it back to them. 
Multiple Intelligence(s) Addressed: Hearing (audio), watching (visual), writing (kinetic)
Assessment: Have either a software with a microphone, students will speak into the microphone using a sentence with the prefix, if the computer can pick it out correctly in seven out of ten times they can move on. If computer not available use an outside guest to come in and listen to them, since I would have gotten used to hearing the prefixes in their garbled way. Students will write words containing the prefixes, spelling correctly. Lastly students will match words containing the prefixes to their meanings. 
I believe I have a summative assessment here. While it has some characteristics of formative the purpose of it is end goal, getting the students to have the skills at the testing time, however that may be. While I will be monitoring student progress over time and adjusting accordingly, my goal is for them to pass at the end, thus, summative. 

Materials: Note book, pencil, writing board, marker, microphone, computer (with auditory software), tubing, speaker, worksheet, 
Standards: Students will demonstrate phonological

awareness through oral activities, Students will develop accuracy, phrasing, and expression

while reading a variety of grade-level print/digital text to support

comprehension.
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Grade Level:

Concept: (Addition, verbs, manifest destiny, etc.)
Objectives: These must be written in measurable terms.  There are three parts:
1. Conditions (a statement that describes the conditions under which the behavior is to be performed)

2. Behavioral Verb (an action word that connotes an observable student behavior)

3. Criteria (a statement that specifies how well the student must perform the behavior).
Introduction: An engaging process for lesson introduction is:

1. Specific motivational device (Specific means exactly what will you use, examples are KWL chart, video, real world application, etc.)

2. Connection to prior learning. This means the last concept you taught that lead you to the current concept you are about to teach. An example is you normally teach addition and then subtraction, so if you are introducing your students to the concept of subtraction, the prior learning is addition.

Vocabulary: (New words that the students will learn to understand the lesson.  Some    words will be the same for several lessons.)

Body of Lesson: (What you and the students are actually going to do and how you are going to do it.). The lesson plan contains all elements within the Lesson Body; learning activities support objectives and provide for optimal instruction; transitions between activities are seamless; and assessment practices are integrated within the lesson to measure progress. Planning for student learning is evident.
Accommodations/Modifications: Make sure that you make your accommodations for the special needs child or ESL child assigned to your group in all lessons.  Do not count on a classroom aide to help you.  How will you teach this child? You may want to use http://www.free-translator.com/ for ESL help. Includes detailed modifications for diverse learners, special needs students, learning styles, English Language Learners and other anticipated problems you may encounter and how to solve them. 
Assessment: (At this point in time I want you to tell me how you are going to evaluate whether or not the students have met your objectives, i.e. how are you going to “test” them.  Once you are an actual classroom teacher you will also include notes about how the lesson went and what you would change or add for next time.). 

Formative assessment: The goal of formative assessment is to monitor student learning to provide ongoing feedback that can be used by instructors to improve their teaching and by students to improve their learning. 

Summative assessment: The goal of summative assessment is to evaluate student learning at the end of an instructional unit by comparing it against some standard or benchmark.
