Historical Speed Dating

Objective: Students will gain a better understanding of the contributions of key people related to a particular area or era of history.
Task: Research your assigned figure. Come to class prepared to take on the role of the person you researched. You will participate in a “speed dating” type simulation, meeting one historical figure at a time for 3-4 minutes each. At the end of the activity, you need to identify three people you believe that your character would like the most and three people you think your character would dislike the most.
Bring to class:
1. A notecard with the essential information from your research. The name of your historical figure, details of his/her life and/or importance. Basically, it is a cheat-sheet to ensure you cover all the relevant information and correctly represent yourself.
2.  A nameplate or placard representing your historical figure which should be designed to represent that person. Be creative! (You may also dress the part if you wish.)
