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Round (up or down): To increase or decrease a number to the nearest whole number. (It is best to illustrate this vocabulary word with examples: for instance, rounding 42.2 down to 42, and 42.8 up to 43, for instance). 

However: An adverb similar in meaning to “but”.

Worthless: Something that does not have worth or value.

Eliminate: Remove or get rid of.

Keep: To continue to have something.

Purchases (noun): Things that are bought.

Charities: Organizations that collect money for different causes. (Students can brainstorm charities in their community – the Food Bank, for instance). 

Waste (verb): To lose something valuable (money, resources) because it is being used in a way that is not needed or effective. 

Sentimental: A feeling based on emotion and a connection to the past, and not reason.
